Our Clients

The Food Pantry clients come from
Phoenixville and the surrounding areas.
Ten years ago when the Food Pantry
first opened its doors, we served
roughly 20 families. Today we serve 50

to 60 families with approximately 22
children. During the 2008 Thanksgiving
and Christmas holidays we served just
over 100 families. As the economy
worsens, we are seeing new clients
every Saturday that we are open.

received on a monthly basis

« Food from the state is received on a
monthly basis

e The people of St. Peter’s parish
supply both food and money
donations

e Genuardi’'s Food Store provides
bread and bakery items
